Coming To Yorkville

The Yorkville Economic Development Corporation is pleased to announce “Panera Bread” will establish a location in Yorkville, Illinois.  The restaurant will be located in the Yorkville Marketplace Shopping Center at Route 34 & Route 47.  The eatery, which is anticipated to be open at the end of the summer of 2003, will be located in approximately 4,400 square feet, at the most westerly portion of the center along Route 47.  Yorkville Marketplace is anchored by a 65,000 square foot Jewel Osco, which opened in April of 2002.  It was developed and is owned by Tucker Development Corporation of Highland Park, Illinois.  

Panera Bread is a leader in the quick-casual restaurant business with more than 470 sandwich eateries in about 30 states. Saint Louis Bread Co., the forerunner of Panera Bread, began in 1987 as one bakery-cafe in a St. Louis suburb. The bakery's signature bread was a tangy, robust Sourdough made from an authentic San Francisco Sourdough starter. The handcrafted bread became an instant favorite of St. Louisans and visitors to the city. Its bakery/cafes, which operate under the Saint Louis Bread Company banner as well as its signature brand, offer made-to-order sandwiches built using a variety of fresh artisan breads, including Asiago cheese bread, focaccia, and its classic sourdough bread. Its menu also features soups, salads, and gourmet coffees. In addition, Panera sells its bread, bagels, and pastries to go. More than 70% of its locations are operated by franchisees.  The Yorkville store will be owned and operated by Chicago Bread, LLC; a Panera franchisee with over 18 locations in the Chicagoland area.  

Panera Bread had been noted as a favorite restaurant choice, by many Yorkville area residents and businesses, stated Lynn Dubajic, Executive Director of the Yorkville Economic Development Corporation.  It is a certain welcome addition to the growing local, regional, and national business locating in Yorkville.
